Voracious Reading


Become more fluent by increasing volume of reading.





Read Appropriate-Level Texts


To foster fluency and comprehension, t ndependent reading time should be spent with material that can be read with 99-100 percent accuracy.





Reread Text


Reread a selection of text several times until it is read smoothly, accurately, and with expression.





Practice Common Sight Words and High-Frequency Word


Recognize at first sight the most commonly used words found in reading.  Many of these words are irregular words that do not follow a decoding rule or pattern.  Once these words are remembered, they can read them quickly with understanding of what they mean.





Adjust and Apply Different Reading Rates to Match Text


Use a constant rate for most materials read.  Learn to use different speeds based on the types of tasks and purpose for reading.





Use Punctuation to Enhance Phrasing and Prosody (End Marks, Commas, etc.)


Clustering words together by using knowledge of the spoken patterns and using punctuation enhances understanding of what is read.
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Voracious Reading


Read to the students each and every day from a wide variety of materials, modeling a love of reading.


Provide time each day for students to read material of their choice.





Tune In to Interesting Words and Use New Vocabulary in Speaking and Writing


While reading aloud, stop and make a big deal over one of the words.


Write interesting words on the “Word Collector” worksheet or “Word Wall”.





Use Pictures, Illustrations, and Diagrams


“Use the picture. Do the words match the picture?”


 “I’m going to look at this picture to see if I can figure out what this word means.”





Use Word Parts to Determine the Meaning of Words


Introduce the word part (e.g., un or tion)


Define and discuss the word part and how it affects meaning.


Infer what the meaning of the word is


“Ask yourself…Do I know any part of this word?”





Use Schema and Context to Predict and Confirm Meaning


“Check for a context clue that is right there in the sentence.”


“Reread the sentence with the new term or clue in mind.”


“Using this context clue, what is the sentence trying to say?”





Ask Someone to Define the Word for You


“Go back to the text and substitute the definition that was given for the word.”


“Does the definition of the word make sense in the sentence?”





Use Dictionaries, Thesauruses, and Glossaries as Tools


 “Let’s see what the dictionary says about this word.”


“Let’s look this word up on the computer today.”


“What other word could the author have used? Let’s check a thesaurus.”
